___________________________________________________-, hereinafter referred to as the “Licensor”, on the one hand, and the Federal State-Financed Educational Institution of Higher Education “Vologda Institute of Law and Economics of the Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia”, hereinafter referred to as the “Licensee”, represented by Head of the Institute Evgeny L. Kharkovsky, acting on the basis of the Charter approved by Order No. 1195 of the Federal Penitentiary Service of Russia dated December 15, 2015, on the other hand, hereinafter referred to as the “Party / Parties”, have entered into this license agreement (hereinafter - the “Agreement|”) on the following.

1. The Subject of the Agreement


1.1. Under this Agreement, the Licensor provides the Licensee with free of charge non-exclusive rights to use a scientific article ______________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________,

(title, characteristics of the result of intellectual activity)

hereinafter referred to as the “Work”, within the limits stipulated by the Agreement and for a period specified in the Agreement.


1.2. The Licensor guarantees that he/she owns the exclusive copyright for the Work transferred to the Licensee.

2. Procedure for using the Work
Rights and obligations of the parties


2.1. The Licensor grants the Licensee the following rights free of charge for an unlimited period:


2.1.1. The right to reproduce the Work (publication, promulgation, duplication, copying or other reproduction of the Work) without limiting the number of copies. Moreover, each copy of the Work must contain the name of the author of the Work;


2.1.2. The right to distribute the Work in any way;


2.1.3. The right to process the Work (create a new, creatively independent work on its basis) and the right to introduce changes in the Work, which do not represent its processing;


2.1.4. The right to publicize the Work and display it for informational, advertising and other purposes;


2.1.5. The right to make the Work available to the public;


2.1.6. The right to assign, on contractual terms, partially or completely, the rights obtained under this Agreement to third parties without paying remuneration to the Licensor;


2.1.7. The right to openly post the Work in electronic form on the Internet, under which the Work is licensed under the terms of the international license Attribution-NonCommercial-ShareAlike 4.0 International (“Attribution - Non-Commercial Use - On the same terms”) (CC BY-NC-SA 4.0). The license does not provide for the use of the Work for commercial purposes. The license provides for the use of the Work, if the Work is processed, transformed or taken as the basis for a derivative work, the converted parts of the Work are distributed under the terms of the same license under which the original is distributed. Creative Commons license cannot be revoked.


2.2. The Licensor guarantees that the Work, the rights to use which are transferred to the Licensee under this Agreement, is the original work of the Licensor (if the agreement is concluded with the author of the Work).


2.3. The Licensor guarantees that this Work has not been officially transferred to anyone before (i.e., under a formally concluded agreement) for reproduction and other use.


2.4. The Licensor guarantees that the Work does not contain defamatory statements and does not infringe on the rights of others and does not contain materials or instructions that may cause harm or damage to third parties, and its publication will not lead to the disclosure of classified or confidential information (including state secrets).


2.5. The Licensor transfers the rights to the Licensee under this Agreement on the basis of a non-exclusive license.


2.6. The Licensor is obliged to provide the Licensee with the Work in a handwritten / printed / electronic version at the time of signing this Agreement.


2.7. The date of signing this Agreement is the moment of transfer to the Licensee of the rights specified in Item 2.1. of the Agreement.


2.8. This Agreement shall enter into force from the moment of signing and in the event that the Licensee makes a decision to accept the Work for publication. The Agreement is valid for the period specified in Item 2.1 of the Agreement.


2.9. The Licensee undertakes to comply with the copyright and with the rights of the Licensor provided for by the current legislation, as well as to protect them and take all possible measures to prevent copyright infringement by third parties.


2.10. The territory in which it is allowed to use the rights on the Works is not limited.
3. Responsibility of the Parties


3.1. In accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation the Licensor and the Licensee bear property responsibility and other legal responsibility for non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of their obligations under this Agreement.


3.2. A Party that has improperly performed or failed to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement shall be obliged to compensate for losses caused to the other Party, including lost profits.

4. Confidentiality


4.1. The terms of this Agreement and additional agreements to it are confidential and not subject to disclosure.

5. Final provisions


5.1. All disputes and disagreements between the Parties arising from the terms of this Agreement shall be settled through negotiations, and in the event of their ineffectiveness, these disputes shall be resolved in court in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation.


5.2. This Agreement comes into force from the moment of its signing by both Parties.


5.3. This Agreement is valid until the Parties fully fulfill their obligations under it.


5.4. Termination of this Agreement is possible at any time by mutual agreement of the Parties, with the obligatory signing of an appropriate agreement by the Parties.


5.5. Termination of this Agreement unilaterally is possible in cases stipulated by the current legislation, or by a court decision.


5.6. Any changes and additions to this Agreement shall enter into force only if they are drawn up in writing and signed by both Parties to this Agreement.


5.7. In everything that is not provided for by this Agreement, the Parties are guided by the norms of the current legislation of the Russian Federation.


5.8. This Agreement is made in two copies of the same content and equal legal force, one for each of the Parties.
